	Please give as much detail as possible:


1.  All appliances must be in good working order and correctly wired.  Each user will be provided with a fused outlet in order to prevent overloads affecting other users.  Stallholders are warned that in the event of equipment being connected to the supply, which has not been declared, the Show Committee reserves the right to prohibit its use.

2.  The supply is provided from the electrical mains at 230 volts single phase although a consistent supply cannot be guaranteed.

3.  The charge for electricity includes the installation of necessary supply circuits/equipment, the electricity consumed and the removal of the installation at the close of the show.  

4.  Equipment, cable extension leads and other electrical items brought to the site by you shall be suitable for the application, used and installed in a safe manner, and must display a valid PAT test certificate.

5.  The Committee reserves the right to refuse to provide a supply to any faulty equipment either before or during the Show.  No refund of charges shall be payable to you in respect of discontinued supplies.

6.  The Committee shall be under no obligation to provide any service necessary to bring up to the required standard electrical equipment brought to the site by you.  If such work is carried out, this shall be by agreement between you and the Show electrical contractor and shall be charged to you on a time plus materials basis.

7.  Supply of electricity to most stands should normally be available from the earliest authorised set-up time (as detailed in the Show Regulations) until the official closure of the show.  Should this not be possible, for whatever reason, the Committee shall not be held responsible, nor will the Committee accept any claims for loss of earnings or otherwise, however incurred.

8.  If work is required at your stand in order to restore or maintain supply, it shall be your responsibility to remove stock.  We shall not be held responsible for damage to your stock.

9.  Stallholders are warned that in the event of defects in their equipment causing disruption to services, they will be liable for losses incurred by the Show, other stallholders and the general public.  

10.  Stallholders wishing to use a computer powered from the electricity should ensure they have a surge protection system in place.

11.  Electricity supplies are provided specially to reduce irritation of noise and fumes, which would otherwise be incurred by the use of personal generators.  No personal generators are permitted anywhere on the ground, except those previously authorised. 

12.  Please indicate if you wish to leave perishables on site overnight on Saturday 4th August, as special arrangements may have to be made.
